Scoring Update:  
 

Registering and Using Trackside 
 

This is an exciting step forward into easing the life of the scorer at any given race 

and trying to make on site registration easier for everyone. This is a mandatory pro-

cess being implemented by APBA this year and we are looking forward to learning 

and improving along side the rest of the country! 

 

The process will take some getting used to and we all have a lot to learn. Scores 

across the country have begun training to learn how to use the system and APBA 

and the Trackside committee to continue to listen, make notes, and make improve-

ments to the tool and systems.  

 

ThereŰs lots of directions and resources coming out. We encourage everyone to take 

the time to read and understand, and please reach out if you need help or have an 

questions! Change is hard, but the end result will be better for all.  

 

ItŰs still very important to the scorers that you continue to complete your advanced 

registration at least a few days before the event. Today all of the scoring and points 

are in an external program or on paper, and the more we can prepare that in ad-

vance the less mistakes we will make at the event. For now, weŰve waived the fee for 

a late registration but if the need comes back we will re-enforce later in the season.

New OMC gearcase are being produced by APBA with an updated water pump 
and are expected to be for sale late in 2026 at a target price of $1995. 

Propeller Rule 11  "The Junior Category is committed to advancing the four-

stroke engine package and has ordered standard four-stroke propellers. Until 

those propellers are delivered to the regions, drivers may use their own four-

stroke propellers, and Rule 11.2 shall not be enforced for four-stroke engines. A 

communication will be posted on the APBA website when Rule 11.2 will be en-

forced for four-stroke engines.ų

Race Schedules  
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News  

In 2026, APBA is making the transition away from our traditional registration 

methods and into Trackside for all event registration. 

All racer registration will be handled through Trackside, and there will be no paper entry blanks 

available at the race site. We are kicking off this process for Kenmore and Moses Lake. This is an 

exciting change that will make the registration process easier on the scoring team! This year, 

registration will be live, and behind the scenes the APBA Trackside committee will be working 

on establishing a points and live scoring program through Trackside. SOA is looking forward to 

potentially testing the scoring system later in the season.  

 

Change is hard, and it will take everyone some time to get used to a new system and method. 

There will be step-by-step instructions coming out, as well as some ŲofƁce hourų sessions via 

Google Meet to do a registration demo and help you if you get stuck. The scoring team is here 

to help, and we will make sure everyone gets registered. The process is straightforward and 

simple, and once we get a few races in, it will be second nature!  

 

When you register in Trackside, there will be a few steps. First, you will log into your Trackside 

account and complete your ŲAdvanced Registration,ų where you will select your classes and 

make your payment for racing. After that, you will receive prompts for your ŲPre Check-In,ų 

where you will complete your entry blank and your wristband waiver in advance. When you come 

to check in at the race site, you will have a QR code that the scorer will scan. As long as you 

have completed the Ɓrst two steps, your on-site check-in will be quick and easy! If you do not 

complete your advanced registration or pre-check-in, those steps will be completed on site via 

the Trackside handheld system.  

 

With this transition, SOA was asked to look at our entry fees and re-evaluate our sliding scale 

for your classes beyond your Ɓrst. The Trackside system was not advanced enough to easily sup-

port this setup. The BOD has agreed to set our entry fees at $130 per class, per weekend ($65/

day). J Hydro, J Runabout, K Pro Hydro, and K Pro Runabout will be $70 for the weekend ($35/

day). By default, you will be charged the weekend fee. We want to continue to allow racers to 

pay only for a single day if their schedule requires. You will be able to reach out to the scorer 

for a single-use discount code that can be applied to your cart at checkout to reduce the fee to 

the single-day cost. Alternatively, if you intend to run both days but have something go wrong 

on Saturday that prevents you from running Sunday, as long as you scratch at or before the 

drivers meeting, you will be refunded the single-day amount directly to your method of pay-

ment.  

 

We understand that for racers running more than one class, this is an increase in entry fees. 

This decision was made to support the Trackside system and make sure we can keep it working 

correctly. The Board of Directors will continue to keep a close watch on our P&L statements and 

make sure we are comfortable with the balance of covering our race costs and the price we are 

asking racers to pay.

Additionally, when you check out, there will be a credit card processing fee applied, which in-

cludes a percentage of your total plus a $2 processing fee per class. APBA has negotiated a re-

duced credit card processing rate of 2.9%, which is lower than the rate SOA pays for credit card 

transactions processed directly. These fees are associated with the Trackside registration system 

and are not collected by SOA. Racers across the country will see the same fees when registering 

through Trackside. 

 

More information and support resources will be coming. This will be a topic of discussion at the 

General Meeting on March 31. We understand that the change will be a challenge, but we hope 

you join us in recognizing that itŰs an exciting one that brings our sport into a new age of technol-

ogy. The scoring team is certainly excited!
